To take part in the race, the motorcycles of the “Open” Class shall be in conformance with
the qualification criteria listed in these supplementary regulations.

These motorcycles will be classified in the General classification and will receive a trophy but
no prize money. They will not be classified in the 2010 Qtel FIM World Championship’s
classification. In all cases, the motorcycles will be admitted after decision of the Selection

Committee.

Article 7 - NUMBER OF MOTOCYCLES AND RIDERS ADMITTED
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Number of motorcycles admitted for the practices: 83

Number of motorcycles selected after practice sessions: 65

Number of motorcycles admitted for the start of the race: 69

Number of motorcycles recommended by the Organizer for the race: 4

Each team will consist of a minimum of 2 riders (+1 reserve) and a maximum of 3 riders.
Each rider can only enter with one Team.

Article 8 — SELECTION OF THE TEAMS - ENTRIES

The organizers reserve their rights to the possibility of refusing any entry if any relationship
with QMMF and/or Losail International Circuit and its environment regarding legal and
financial issues is not clear.

Cancellation of the event

If the race cannot take place for whatever reason, the meeting could be postponed
or cancelled. In such circumstances, QMMF shall not be held responsible and, consequently,
competitors won't be entitled to compensation.

Except in case of force major, competitors will be warned of the cancellation at least
eight days before the date of the race. Only in such case, entry fees will be refunded to
competitors.

Entries - Entry fees

The application must reach the organizer not later than October 7" 2010 midnight by
e-mail. The application form must be made in the official form included in these
Regulations (See appendix 2) and must be carefully filled in; otherwise the application form
will not be considered.

The rider must be the holder of one of the following 2010 licenses (Annual or one Event),
and the authorization to race from his FMN:

Road Racing World Championship Grand Prix
Road Racing World Championship Superbike

Road Racing World Championship Supersport
Road Racing World Championship Endurance
Road Racing FIM Superstock Cup

The national holders of a national license provided by QMMF must subscribe in addition to a
2010 “One Event International License”.

The Teams must be the holders of a valid 2010 FIM License “World Championship” (per
Team) and the authorization to run the event from their FMN. If the team wishes to enter
more than one machine, they need one license per registered machine.

The organizer will select the reviewed applications and advice riders after the closing date of
entries whether their applications have been accepted or rejected.



The numbers are allocated by the FIM for the Permanent Teams and by the organizer for
the others Teams. If the teams want to use a specific starting number, they have to make
an official request to QMMF when presenting the entry form. QMMF will then check with the
FIM if this starting number has not been allocated to any of the permanent teams. If it is
already assigned to a permanent team, QMMF will allocate another one.

Important Notice:

e The usage of the fire extinguishers hanging on the internal walls of the pit boxes is
not allowed for refueling procedures. In case the extinguishers have been used, the
organization will charge the amount of 100 USD for each extinguisher used. On the other
hand, extinguishers will be available for rent upon request 15 days prior to the event.

e It is strictly forbidden to do any modification to the facilities (internal and external)
to include and not limited to painting, drilling, electrical modifications, video modifications,
etc... The organization reserves the right to hold the deposit in case.

e It is strictly forbidden to cook in the Pit boxes; Pit boxes Extensions, Team Offices or
any open space inside the Paddock.

e For Safety reasons, carpet is not allowed in the Pit Boxes; unless it is Fire Retardant
carpet (A certificate, as to be presented).

e After the race, all material should be cleared from the pit boxes, team offices by
Sunday after the race day 15:00. In case material has pickup delay, the team should move
it to a place allocated by the Paddock Coordinator.

e For safety reasons, smoking is not allowed in the Pit Lane, Pit Boxes and in
the Pit Boxes Extensions.

Article 9 — SCRUTINEERING & ADMINISTRATIVE CONTROLS AND BRIEFINGS

Administrative Controls and scrutineering will take place on Wednesday, November 10"
2010 from 9.00 to 13.00 for Administrative and 12.00 to 16.00 for scrutineering.
Timetable for these checkings will be distributed later on. Both riders and Team Managers
attendance is compulsory.

The Secretary Office will be located just near the Technical Pit Box (entrance by Technical
Pit box) at the ground floor of the Control Tower, entrance via the Pit Lane. (See Appendix
5)



Each rider will receive, during the administrative verifications a bracelet and two retro
reflecting armbands of the same colors that must be worn during the entire period of the
practice and the race.
If the reserve rider takes part in the race, he has to change his armband for the right color
one at the race secretariat before the start. Non-compliance with this rule will result in a
“stop and go” procedure for the team.
Colors are mentioned in the entry form and should be as follow:

e Yellow: Rider 1

e Blue: Rider?2

e Green: Rider 3

e Red: Reserve Rider

No rider or machine is permitted onto the track unless he/it has passed the technical
inspection. Likewise, nobody will be allowed on the track with any kind of vehicle (scooter,
bike, etc.) outwards the practice sessions and the race.

Briefings: Team Managers & Riders

Team Managers & both riders taking part in the Qtel Endurance FIM World
Championship for the first time this year have to attend to the whole of the
briefing on Thursday November 11" at 09:00 in the “press conference room”
located at the first floor at the Media Center.

The riders with 2010 QMMF license need to be present at the briefing and need to
participate at the night practices

Article 10 — PRACTISING & SUPERPOLE
(The time schedule of the Meeting is attached in Appendix 6)

It is strictly forbidden to ride racing motorcycles on the course outwards the official practice
periods. Likewise, no scooter will be allowed on the track.

Each rider must take part in the practices in the series corresponding to the color of his
armband and bracelet. In order to take part in the competition each individual rider has to
complete the minimum qualifying time in his group (115% of the average of the three best
times in at least one of the qualifying sessions) and a minimum of 5 (five) laps during
practice.

SUPERPOLE
The Superpole will take place according to the 2010 FIM World Endurance Championship
and World Endurance Cup (Art 1.13.6 FIM rules)

Article 11 — RACE

The starting procedure will take place according to the 2010 FIM Road Racing World
Championship Endurance Regulations (Art. 1.16)

It will be given by an official at the middle of the grid. The National flag will be dropped to
start the race.

Each rider will run towards his motorcycle, held by one mechanic or another person
designated & accredited by the Team, start the engine alone (no outside assistance allowed)
and start the race.

A safety car will follow behind the motorcycles for the whole of the first lap.

Change of machine and an extra refuelling are strictly forbidden

12h59’ 1 min board and horn, Riders opposite side of motorcycle, inside the circle

13h00 Start of the 8 hours of Doha 2010. Qatar National flag .

Any rider who anticipates the start will be required to carry out the Stop and Go
Procedure described under Art 1.17 (FIM Road Racing Endurance. World
Championship and Cup Regulations 2010)

A speed limit of 60 km/h will be enforced in the pit lane at all times during the event. Any
exceeding during the practices will be subject to a fine of 200 USD. In case of an offence
during the race the “stop and go” penalty will be applied. During “stop and go” procedure,
the rider will not be allowed to stop at his pit box and will have to complete a full lap before
his next pit stop.

For quicker access to the pits the rider is authorized to use the service roads provided that
he does not cross the track to get back to the Pit Box. (See layout of the service road in
Appendix 7).

The two safety cars will be positioned as follow: SC-1 bottom of Control Tower and SC-2
turn 10, outside service road. (See Appendix 8).
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Article 12 - PRIZES

In order to be placed in the race results a team must have:
e Covered at least 75 % of the distance traveled by the winning team of the race.
e Crossed the finish line on the race track within five minutes after the winner. The
rider must be in contact with his machine

machine on presentation of the “Team” license as follows:

The minimum participation allowance (Art.1.28.4 FIM) and the prize will be distributed only
if the team has started the race.

On Saturday 13" , 2010 , payment of prizes and participation allowances will be done
between 22:30 and 23:30, in the 2" Floor of the Control Tower. No money prize shall be
distributed after the timing listed above.

Article 13 - PRIZE GIVING — PARC FERME

The prize giving ceremony takes place for the first three teams of each class after the race
on the podium. The riders have to attend wearing their leather suits. The Team Manager of
the Winner Team will receive a trophy.

Security will escort the Team Managers and the riders placed in the first three positions of
each class, as quickly as possible, to the podium for the awards ceremony. Participation to
the prize giving ceremony is compulsory.

The “Parc Ferme”, will be located in a fenced area just behind the Control Tower. To access
this area, the riders will have to go through the Marshal’s Pit Box. Marshals will be showing
the exact way.

With the exception of Jury members, the Clerk of the Course and officials who are in charge
of keeping watch over the “Parc Ferme”, no-one may at any time or for any reason be
admitted into this area unless they have a written and signed authorization from the Clerk
of the Course.
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After the end of the race, all the machines which have finished the race must remain at the
disposal of the officials, for 60 minutes, in the closed park. They cannot be removed without
the approval of the Jury.

Article 14 - PROTEST

All protests must be made in accordance with the requirements of the FIM Disciplinary and
Arbitration Code and be accompanied by fee of 600 Euros. — paid to the FIM.

Article 15 — FUEL

All machines shall be fuelled with unleaded petrol, provided in complies with the Article 2.10
of the 2010 FIM World Endurance Championship; Technical Regulations.

The organizer provides fuel Super 98 at the petrol station facing the Paddock Entrance and
coupons (2 QAR per Liter, amount payable in Euros (€) or USD ($) as per the daily change
rate) will be sold at the Paddock General Office reception.

Teams using their own fuel complying with Article 2.10 of the FIM World Endurance
Championship and having the fuel delivered to the circuit; are requested to coordinate with
the Paddock Manager for the arranging storing place in the circuit Fuel Storage.

The organizers will verify the refueling systems used by the teams during the practices of
the first day.

Derricks must be covered and the spout facing downward, gravity feed being only the
authorized method of refueling.

A container of a minimum capacity of 10 liters has to be used in order to collect fuel
remaining in the bleeding hose after the refueling of a bike.

The storage of fuel in the pit boxes is limited to 60 liters. It’'s completely forbidden to store
any fuel behind the Pit Boxes and Team Offices.

Article 16 - INSURANCE

Apart from the requirements of the FIM Sporting Code, riders and team members by
participating renounce all rights of appeal against the organizer, his representatives or
agents by arbitration or before a tribunal or any other manners not foreseen by the FIM
Sporting Code for any damages for which they could be liable in consequence of all acts or
missions on the part of the organizer, his officials, representatives, or agents in the
application of this regulations or contributed to or arising out of their actions.

In conformity with Article 110.1 of the Sporting Code, third party insurance in respect of
riders and crews covering accidents occurring during the meeting including practices will be
the responsibility of the organizer.

This insurance includes a guarantee of USD 5,000,000.

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By endorsing the application form for entry the FMN of the rider certifies that the rider is
insured in accordance with the FIM requirements.
